Location (Bldg. 551 & Visitor Control Center):

Fort Monmouth, NJ, is approximately 40 miles south of Newark International  Airport and approximately 60 miles northeast of the Philadelphia International Airport.  We are located in Armstrong Hall, Building 551, the Fort Monmouth Education Center. When leaving Newark Airport, follow signs to New Jersey Turnpike (South).  Get off at NJ Turnpike South at Exit 11 which leads to the Garden State Parkway.  Take the Garden State Parkway South to Eatontown/Monmouth Racetrack Exit #105.  When you exit you will be on Highway 36  (first light - Hope Road).  Continue through the next two lights on Route 36.  At third light (Wyckoff  Road) make a left onto Wyckoff Road.  Follow Wyckoff  Road (will pass through two lights) to the end.  At the Stop sign, make a right onto Broad Street.  At the next immediate light, make a left onto Main Street and follow until you reach Oceanport Avenue (first light).  Make a left onto Oceanport Avenue, which will lead to the East Gate and the VISITOR CENTER.    You will see signs indicating entrance to Fort Monmouth and checkpoints ahead.  Building 551 is located on Malterer Avenue (behind the Post Field House/Gym).  When entering the East Gate, after leaving the Visitor Control Center, continue for about ½ mile to Malterer Avenue.  Make a left onto Malterer Avenue, continue for one block, cross Saltzman Avenue.   BLDG 551 is located on the left.  Parking is available across the street or in back of the building.

NOTE:  Visitor Control Center hours 7AM-7PM, M-F & SAT/SUN 8-5PM – Phone (732) 532-4598.  The East Gate hours are:  6AM-10PM, CLOSED:  10PM-6AM.  Use West Gate – Highway #35, Eatontown – 10PM-6AM.

 Location (Bldg 913): 

When entering the East Gate, follow signs that lead to a second “left turn”, this will be a parking lot converted for left turn traffic.  When you come to the end of the converted parking/road area, you will cross Saltzman Ave and be on Murphy Drive.  Continue on MURPHY DRIVE – Bldg 913 is about ¼ mile located on the right side of the road.  It is a two-story building with parking areas before the building or make a right turn pass the building and a parking area is on the left.

Travel:

If you arrive by air, you’ll probably land at Newark International Airport (northern New Jersey, across the Hudson River from New York City).  All major car rental agencies operate at Newark Airport.  When leaving the airport, follow signs to New Jersey Turnpike (South).  Get off at NJ Turnpike South at Exit 11 which leads to the Garden State Parkway.  Take the Garden State Parkway to Eatontown/Monmouth Racetrack Exit #105.  Bear right and take the jug handle (a turn in the shape of a jug handle which allows drivers to safely make left turns at busy intersections), which swings north onto Hope Road.  At the third light, turn right on Tinton Avenue (Route 537) and continue to the end of Tinton Avenue and to the main gate (Highway #35).  

FROM POINTS SOUTH:

95 NORTH toward Baltimore, MD, Delaware Memorial Bridge/NJ/NY; follow signs for NY/NJ. Follow signs for 295 -NEW JERSEY TURNPIKE. Get on the NJ Turnpike to EXT 7A . After paying the toll, keep to the RIGHT – when you depart the toll booth.  Signs will say " SHORE POINTS/GREAT ADVENTURE. This will put you on Interstate 195 - stay on Interstate 195 for about 37 miles.  You will see signs for the GARDEN STATE PARKWAY.  Get off Insterstate 195 at EXIT 37 – GARDEN STATE PARKWAY NORTH. Continue on the Garden State Parkway.  When you pay the toll (35 cents) at the ABURY PARK TOLL PLAZA Exit 102; the parkway splits into LOCAL and EXPRESS lanes- take the local lanes. Get off at the next exit - EXIT 105 Eatontown/Monmouth Park/Fort Monmouth. 

When you exit you will be on Highway 36  (first light - Hope Road).  Continue through the next two lights on Route 36.  At third light (Wyckoff  Road) make a left onto Wyckoff Road.  Follow Wyckoff  Road (will pass through two lights) to the end.  At the Stop sign, make a right onto Broad Street.  At the next immediate light, make a left onto Main Street and follow until you reach Oceanport Avenue (first light).  Make a left onto Oceanport Avenue, which will lead to the East Gate and the VISITOR CENTER.    You will see signs indicating entrance to Fort Monmouth and checkpoints ahead.  Building 551 is located on Malterer Avenue (behind the Post Field House/Gym).  When entering the East Gate, after leaving the Visitor Control Center, continue for about ½ mile to Malterer Avenue.  Make a left onto Malterer Avenue; continue for one block, cross Saltzman Avenue.   BLDG 551 is located on the left.  Parking is available across the street or in back of the building.

If you plan to arrive AFTER the Visitor Control Center is closed (see above for hours/phone number), you will be allowed access thru the Main Gate (Highway #35, Eatontown, NJ) with proper identification.  A one-day pass may be obtained from the security guards, but you must visit the Visitor Control Center during operating hours to obtain a pass for the duration of your stay.  To reach the main gate, after you exit the Garden State Parkway, take the 1st jug handle (just pass the 1st traffic light) onto HOPE ROAD - signs will say “Fort Monmouth”.  Stay on HOPE ROAD to the 2nd traffic light – TINTON AVENUE.  Make a right onto TINTON AVENUE and continue to the main gate (Highway 35 entrance).

Lodging:

Local Points of Interest:

Monmouth County, where Fort Monmouth is located, is primarily a residential area, but it is also a world-famous center for breeding, training, and racing horses.
