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Security Requirements 
At this time, Fort Monmouth is under a high level of security and all Fort entrances are guarded.  As a visitor, you are required to use the East Gate entrance to Fort Monmouth; directions are given below.  At the Visitor Control Center there, you will be issued a visitor pass which you must carry at all times for the length of your business here.  

To allow for possible delays when obtaining your Visitor Badge, plan to arrive at the Visitor Control Center (VCC) 45 minutes to one hour before class start time. ( Bring the items listed below with you.  Failure to show these items may result in your being denied access to the Fort:  

( CURRENT Driver's License or other photo ID.

( CURRENT Vehicle Registration if driving your own vehicle, or Rental Contract if rental vehicle.

Visitor Control Center (VCC) hours are 7 a.m.-7 p.m. Monday-Friday, 8 a.m.-5 p.m. Saturday-Sunday.  VCC telephone numbers are DSN 992-4598, commercial 732-532-4598.

Directions to Fort Monmouth East Gate and Visitor Control Center 
From the north/Newark NJ Airport area: 
( Take exit from airport and follow signs to the New Jersey Turnpike South (toll).

( Take the NJ Turnpike south to Exit 11, Garden State Parkway South (toll).

( Follow the Garden State Parkway south to Exit 105 (toll), and exit onto Highway 36 east. 

From the south/Washington DC area:

( Take the Delaware Memorial Bridge north to the New Jersey Turnpike north.

( Take the NJ Turnpike north to Exit 7A (toll), Interstate 195 east.

( Follow I-195 east to the Garden State Parkway north.

( Follow the Garden State Parkway north to Exit 105 (toll) and exit onto Highway 36 east.

From the Garden State Parkway, Exit 105 (Eatontown/Monmouth Racetrack): 
( From Exit 105, you will be traveling east on Highway 36; the first traffic light is at Hope Road.  (At this 

   point, do not follow road signs for “Fort Monmouth”; they will bring you to the West Gate and the guards      

   will only redirect you around the post to the East Gate.)

( Continue on Route 36 through the next two lights.

( At the third light, turn left onto Wykoff Road and proceed through two lights, to the end (stop sign).

( At the stop sign, turn right onto Broad Street.  

( Follow Broad Street to the first (almost immediate) light, then turn left onto Main Street.

( Follow Main Street to the first light and turn left onto Oceanport Avenue, which leads to the Visitor 

   Control Center and the East Gate.

( When you see signs indicating the entrance to Fort Monmouth and checkpoints ahead, turn right off 

   Oceanport Avenue and then immediately left to enter the Visitor Control Center (VCC) parking area. 

   Present your documentation inside to have your Visitor Badge made. 

( Leaving the VCC and going through the checkpoint, go straight ahead a short distance and turn left to 

   follow through the traffic light onto the main post; you will not have to stop at the guard station.
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Directions from Visitor Control Center (VCC) to HRDD Buildings 
Also see the Fort Monmouth map, page 4 of this notice.

To Building 551 (Armstrong Hall):
HRDD's main offices and classrooms are located in Armstrong Hall, Building 551, Malterer Avenue.

· From the Visitor Control Center, enter the Fort through the East Gate; immediately bear right on Russell    Avenue (traffic lanes limit you to doing so), and remain in the right-hand lane.

(
When you reach a "V" or "Y" split in the road, bear left onto Sherrill Avenue and continue along Greeley Field (on your left).  At the end of Greeley Field, turn left onto Malterer Avenue.

(
Proceed along Malterer Avenue for a block, crossing Saltzman Avenue (also called "Avenue of Memories") and continuing into the next block.

(
Building 551 is the one-story brick building on your left.  Visitor parking is available on your right and in the rear of Bldg. 551.

To Building 913:
HRDD also has classrooms in Building 913, Murphy Drive.

( 
From the Visitor Control Center, enter the Fort through the East Gate; immediately bear right on Russell Avenue (traffic lanes limit you to doing so), and follow the left-hand lane.  

( 
When you reach a "V" or "Y" split in the road, bear left onto Sherrill Avenue and continue in the left-hand lane for a short block, to just past the brick four-story Garrison Building.

( 
Just past the Garrison Building, turn left onto Wallington Avenue and proceed through the Garrison parking lot.  

( 
Continue straight across Saltzman Avenue (also called "Avenue of Memories") onto Murphy Drive and follow two to three blocks, past the Provost Marshall Office (Bldg. 977) and DCSPER Civilian Personnel Office (Bldg. 901) on the left.

( 
Slightly past Bldg. 901, on the right side of Murphy Drive, is Bldg. 913, one of a group of two-story frame buildings.  Turn right at the far end of Bldg. 913 to enter the parking lot. 

Fort Monmouth Operating Status
Phone 1-888-77CECOM (1-888-772-2366) for current Fort Monmouth operating status, such as delayed opening/closing due to weather or other circumstances.  The instructions do apply to classes at HRDD.    
On-Post Transportation 

If you will not be driving a vehicle on post, the On-Post Shuttle Bus is available 0700-1700 daily.  Weather permitting, you can easily walk the distance (six- to seven-tenths of a mile) to/from class at either Bldg. 551 or Bldg. 913, from Ft. Monmouth Temporary Lodging (Bldg. 270).  From onsite Lodging to either the Fitness Center, Post Exchange, Shopette/Gas Station, Burger King, Bowling Alley, or Lane Hall is about eight-tenths of a mile.

Local Points of Interest

Fort Monmouth is located in Monmouth County, which is primarily a residential area but also a world-famous center for breeding, training, and racing horses.  The Fort is a short drive from the New Jersey Shore, a 127-mile stretch of the Atlantic Seacoast which includes ocean beaches, wildlife preserves, and amusement parks.  Shoreline and woodland parks offer a variety of beautiful walking/hiking paths, scenic vistas, and historic attractions. 

Within ten minutes’ driving time from the Fort are professional theater companies (Monmouth University Concert Hall, Count Basie Theater), which present a wide variety of musical events, and the Monmouth Park Racetrack (horse racing).  Less than half an hour away, the PNC Bank Arts Center offers open-air concerts in the summer.  Sports fans can catch a local college game or travel about an hour to the Meadowlands Complex for major league baseball, football, basketball, or hockey action.

Fort Monmouth’s MWR Information, Tickets and Tours Office, Building 1010, Alexander Avenue, can assist with information Fort Monmouth activities as well as other local event schedules and local maps, and offers discounted tickets (as available) for area attractions. 
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
